The cost of the trip can be spread throughout the year but the following deadlines must
be met in order for payments to be made to the travel company.

In order to secure a place on the trip, a non-refundable deposit payment of £40 needs to
be made via Parentpay. The trip is expected to be popular and places are limited. In order to
make it as fair as possible, places will be allocated on a first come first served basis. If
places are still available, final deposit deadline will be Friday 15" September 2024.

A second non-refundable instalment of £85 will be payable by Friday 24" November
2023 and the final balance of £85 (£59 for pupil premium students) will be due by
Friday 23" February 2024. These amounts can also be paid in smaller amounts, weekly or
monthly, as long as the amounts paid meet the deadlines so that the tour company can be
paid.
